Rafter Specification

PolyGlaze is designed to be
installed on 50mm Rafters at
600mm centres with no need for
the use of Purlins to support the
PolyGlaze sheet. If using timber,
Ampelite Ltd. recommend using
Glulam rafters to ensure a
straight, rigid application. Please
follow manufacturers guidelines
for installation and maintenance. If
traditional timber is used, we
recommend extra dwangs/nogs
are added to the structure to
minimise warping.
